Project Goal and Objectives:

The goal of the Project is to reduce rural poverty in five
Governorates of Yemen and improve natural resources
management. The development objectives are to (i) help
producers upgrade and diversify their agriculture and livestock
production, processing and marketing systems and protect
their assets: soil, water, rangeland, seeds and animals; and
(ii) empower rural communities to organize and participate
in, and gain benefit from community-based development
planning and execution and improve their access to public
and private services as well as input and output markets.

Project Area:

The Project is located in five governorates of Yemen, Hajjah,
Al-Mahweet, Hodeidah, Lahej and Sana’a.

These Governorates were selected on the basis of the prevalence
of rural poverty and of the importance of rainfed agriculture.

Project Components:

The Project have three components; Component 1: deals with
SeedsImprovementand Management, Component 2: deals with
Livestock husbandry and health services , and the third ones
deals with Rural production Development. The first two are
implemented by the ministry of agriculture, while the 3rd one
isimplementing exclusively by the social fund for development.
Components 1 and 2 cover the entire five Governorates.
Component 3 is implemented in a total of 23 districts of the
five Governorates and would work in about 230 communities,
approximately 10 per district, equitably distributed on the basis
of poverty criteria.
